MEDICAL ALERT:

We have been advised that théras bee a suspected case chaoping cough in our school and we would i
parents to be aware of this and watch for any or all of the following symptoms:
¥ A runny nose, followed by a cough, which becomes worse (older children and adults may have
cough thacan last for several months)
¥ A cough that occurs in spasms, which may be followed by vomiting.
¥ A cough with a OwhoopO (a sudden noisy gasp at the end of coughing).

In order to prevent further cases, if your child or any member of your family has sysptevhooping cougt
please see your doctor. This is extremely important if there is a baby less than 12 months of age living
household. Whooping cough can be a serioughifeatening infection for babies.

If your doctor diagnoses whooping aiuin its early, infectious stage (within 3 weeks of the cough startini
please advise the school and keep your child at home until they have taken 5 days of antibiotics.

Immunisation reduces the risk of infection, however the vaccine does not gigadij@lotection, and
reinfection can occur. The vaccine is provided free of charge for infantd an#, 6 months and again at 4
years. Please check that your child has received this primary course. If your child has not been fully
immunized, discuss @eatchup plan with your doctor.

Because protection wanes with time, free vaccine will be provided to Year 10 students as part of the N
Schoolbased Vaccination Program from 2009.
